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Racing For Change Unveils Key Strategic Goals
Industry Consultation To Commence On Premium Product

The recently established Racing for Change
Board unveiled its strategic goals and
announced on the 11 August that it is now
embarking on the next phase of the project
aimed at widening the appeal of
horseracing, a phase that will include
industry wide consultation on the
devel opment of

The Racing for Change board has prioritised
what it believes to be the key
recommendations and ideas of the project
groups assembled in May. These will now
be brought to life through a series of actions
running in parallel, including industry
consultation, executive recruitment and
additional consumer research.

The Racing for Change Board has set four
key strategies:

1.Define and launch a strategy that develops
distinct premium branded racing events,
such as clearly defined seasons,
championships and finales.

2.Develop a pro-active relationship with the
betting industry to maximise the delivery
of the racing product — to betting shops
and on-line - and making it more
accessible to a wider market.

3.Introduce marketing and communication
expertise to develop and launch a tightly
co-ordinated marketing and PR strategy
for racing that creates mass market appeal,
which moves racing beyond its narrow
confines to a broader sports and consumer
media.

4.Establish a template and assessment
criteria for the raceday customer
experience — recognising the need for
racing to develop its consumer offering if
wanting to retain new consumers attracted
to the sport.

Development of the proposals
recommended by the premier project group
to the Racing for Change Board will
commence immediately and will be the
subject of a three month consultation
programme across the industry scheduled to

The Racing for Change Board is made up of
those parts of the industry who can actually
deliver change and we are committed to de-
veloping and implementing measures to
broaden the appeal of racing, reach a wider
consumer audience and maximise participa-
tion with the sport. It is important to recognise
that the proposals recommended for consulta-
tion are just that — concepts and ideas that we
believe move us closer to achieving our objec-
tives. None of the recommendations represent
definitive plans and nothing is set in stone.

The consultation process will seek to include
all parts of the racing and betting industry in
the UK and even further afield, as we may
need to have discussions with our friends
overseas in relation to the European pattern.
The feedback from these consultations, to-
gether with additional consumer research, will
be considered by the Racing for Change
Board later in year.

One of the challenges for all involved in this
process is to accept that not all of the recom-
mended concepts and ideas will find favour.
Some will feel the proposals go too far, while
others will believe they have not gone far
enough. The objective of this next phase,
based on the feedback we get from the indus-
try and the consumer research, is to further
develop our thinking so that that we have the
best strategy in place to achieve our objec-
tives .|

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2010 Fixture List - Overview

The 2010 Fixture List was published on 23
July. The list

. Includes a total of 1,503 programmed
fixtures (2009: 1,490), comprising 913
Flat and 590 Jump fixtures (2009: 919
and 571 respectively). Flat fixtures
include 611 Turf fixtures and 302
AWT fixtures (2009: 590 and 329
respectively);

. Encompasses 1,203 Racecourse
fixtures, 259 BHA fixtures and 41 Self
-Funded fixtures (2009: 1,203, 249 and
38 respectively);

° Contains 1,134 afternoon fixtures, 260
evening fixtures during the main
period of evening racing, and 109
floodlit winter evening fixtures (2009:
1,131, 248 and 111 respectively).

o Accounts for 93 midweek AWT winter
evening fixtures and 16 Saturday
evenings (94 and 17 in 2009
respectively).

o Will now house 585 betting sessions
compared with 581 in 2008.

Sunday Fixtures: The 2010 Fixture List
includes fixtures programmed on every
Sunday of the year. In the light of the
findings included within the Strategic Review
of the Fixture List,4 winter Sundays had
originally been left free of fixtures in the
2009 Fixture List. These Sundays were
subsequently filled as part of the 48" Levy
Scheme agreement. In addition, an all-
Jumping Sunday in the middle of summer,
introduced in 2009, has been retained in the
2010 Fixture List, with Perth, Southwell and
Stratford-On-Avon due to race on 11 July.
Evenings: In 2010, the core period of
evening fixtures will commence on Friday 16
April and run until the end of August. 6 more
evenings in August have been filled, which
created 12 additional fixtures. In line with
the extension of LBO opening hours, floodlit
evening fixtures have been programmed to
cover Wednesday, Thursday and Friday
evenings outside of this period.

Enterprise  Fixtures:  No  additional
Enterprise Fixtures were allocated in 2010.

The RCA Board, at its meeting on 23 July,
decided that Enterprise Fixtures should
remain in their current slots with Integrity
Funding for 2010 with a view that as and
when they produced incremental Levy, prize
money funding for these fixtures should be
considered. The Levy Board has stated that it
will, once again, not make any contribution to
the prize money at these fixtures.
Racecourses staging Enterprise fixtures will,
as in 2009, be required to offer total prize
money of at least £30,000 (Jump) or £40,000
(Flat) at each such fixture.

Jump to Flat Fixtures Ratio: The 2010
Fixture List has undergone a significant
change in its composition between codes,
with the number of Jump fixtures increasing
by 19 and the number of Flat fixtures reduced
by 6 from 2009.

Jump Fixtures The number of Jump fixtures
has increased to 590, the highest number ever
programmed, representing 39.3% of the 2010
Fixture List. The principal factors leading to
this increase include:

J Self Funded fixtures — the creation of 3
additional fixtures;

J August Evenings — the creation of 3
additional fixtures;

) In 2009, there were 3 afternoons
during the winter that included 2 AWT
fixtures. The preferred fixture structure
throughout the core Jump Season is for
1 AWT fixture to be programmed each
afternoon, thereby retaining maximum
emphasis for Jump racing whilst
ensuring that domestic racing takes
place on a daily basis in all but the
most extreme weather conditions. 1 of
the AWT fixtures on each of these
afternoons has therefore been replaced
with a Jump fixture;

. Resolving issues associated with the
compacted week in late March and the
blank week in early January also led to
an increase in Jump fixtures at the
expense of AWT Flat fixtures.

Flat Fixtures- The total number of Flat fixtures
has dropped by 6 from 2009. The balance
between Turf and AWT has also altered, with
21 additional Turf fixtures and 27 fewer AWT
fixtures. This is partly the result of a number of
the factors listed above. In addition, 15 of the
fixtures allocated to Great Leighs (AWT) in
2009 have been reallocated to Turf racecourses
in 2010.

Bank Holidays: 3 additional Bank Holiday
fixtures were created in 2009 to address cases
of particular regions being starved of fixtures
on customer-friendly dates. This initiative was
extended in the 2010 Fixture List with
applications invited for additional Self-Funded
Bank Holiday fixtures. Given the differences in
relation to Bank Holidays in Scotland,
applications were also invited from Scottish
racecourses to stage such fixtures on any local
holiday in the

2 Bank Holiday applications, both Jump

fixtures, were approved by the Fixture
Allocation Committee and the Board:
Musselburgh—New Year ‘s Day
— Spring Bank Holiday.

Additional Self-Funded Fixtures:

Racecourses were also invited to apply to stage
fixtures that would coincide with a special
occasion or would form part of a local/
community initiative. These would be wholly
self-funded, with applications to be considered
on the basis of the importance of the special
occasion or the magnitude of the local/
community initiative. The Board agreed that a
maximum of 4 such fixtures per annum could
be allocated, with any such fixtures allocated
for between 1 and 3 years, depending on the
particular circumstances associated with the
application. 1 application was received and
approved by the Board, at Perth on Saturday 21
August 2010 as part of the Perth 800
celebrations. This would be on a wholly self-
funded basis and for 1-year only.

Winter Evenings: No significant changes to
the programme of winter evening fixtures were
made. The total number of such fixtures is 109,
two fewer than in 2009. An improvement in

the return from winter evening fixtures will be
required for these fixtures to be programmed in
future years and, to that end, their performance,
and the ability of the horse population to
service them, will continue to be monitored
closely. In addition, the results from models
being developed by the Betting Patterns

Working Party will also be taken into
consideration in determining their future.

BHA Fixtures: The 2010 Fixture List
comprises 259 BHA fixtures, representing

17.2% of all fixtures. 60 of these fixtures were
already allocated (i.e. in mid-lease) and 16
fixtures were allocated to Ffos Las outside of
the bidding process in accordance with the
current policy for New Racecourses. The
remaining 183 fixtures were offered during the
annual online bidding process, divided between
the codes as follows:

Flat Fixturesi All RacecoursesThe highest
winning bid was £60,000; last year it was
£75,000.

The median winning bid was £18,000,
compared with £24,750 last year, when only 18
fixtures had been available.

Jump Fixtures The highest winning bid was
£42,000, compared with a highest bid of
£35,000 in |l ast year
The median winning bid was £8,000, which is
significantly bel ow
£16,500. This decline was partly a result of the
fact that, because of the creation of the blank
week at the beginning of January, sixteen of the
BHA Jump fixtures offered were in the first two
weeks of the year.

AWT/Floodlit Fixtures All such fixtures were
sold for £100 or £200.

BHA fixtures outside the bidding process to
Ffos Las, subject to the racecourse
contributing no less than £210,000 to prize
money at these fixtures and the average
contribution to prize money at the Flat
fixtures being at least £10,000. In addition,
Ffos Las successfully bid for 12 fixtures in
the bidding process. Their 2010 Fixture List,
therefore, comprises 16 Jump and 12 Flat
fixtures.

Great Leighs: All fixtures originally
allocated to Essex County Showground
Group Limited to be staged at Great Leighs
have now been reallocated. The 16 fixtures
previously allocated outside of the bidding

Development Fund: Finance for the
Development Fund is sourced from the
bidding process for BHA fixtures, with
racecourses paying a proportion of their
successful bids into the fund. In addition, the
Levy Board currently contributes, on an
annual basis, any interest generated from the
proceeds from the sale of HFL. The current
economic climate has contributed towards
reduced bidding levels and, with no additional
amounts paid into the fund from performance
bonds (as in previous years), the 2010
Development Fund is expected to fall by
approximately £/4m:

This reduction is hugely concerning,
threatening the future of a number of the
important races currently supported by the
fund. Proposals for 2010 are currently being
developed.

No fixtures will be staged at Great Leighs
before 2011 and its participation in the 2011
fixture allocation process would be subject to
an application being approved in 2010.

2010 Levy Board Funding Reductions

You will have read that the Levy Board recently agreed an across the board cut of 5% in all its
expenditure. The RCA Executive is currently working with the Levy Board and BHA Executives
to agree how this cut can have a minimal impact on Racecourse BDRs. It is anticipated that the
Levy Board will reveal the 2010 BDRs at the end of August. One option which is being
considered is issuing BDRs on a quarterly basis. The practicalities of this and possible flexibility
for racecourses are currently being explored.

Unfortunately, the 5% cut also applies to the 2010 Fixtures Incentive Scheme. It is anticipated
that an across-the-board reduction will be implemented, although the RCA Executive has
requested that winter payments need to be looked at carefully. Carla Moore

Racecourses should have received the finalised race times for the fourth quarter of 2009
following a meeting of the Race Times Working Party. This document includes race times for
October, November and December following the completion of Programme Book 4 and
receipt of provisional television schedules for this period. The Working Party has tried to
keep first race times unchanged from t
possible however in some circumstances these may have changed in order to fit in with
television schedules or due to revised numbers of races on particular days.

As ever, days affected by terrestrial television (dates coloured pink in the document, which
include all Saturdays) will be subject to later change once television schedules are
finalised (usually 10 days before). If changes need to be made, James Savage the BHA
Fixtures and Race Times Executive will try to ensure that first race times are not moved
earlier unless it is absolutely unavoidable, and always after full consultation with the
racecourses involved. In the meantime if you have any race time queries or requests then
please let James know (0207 152 0053).

The draft Race Times document for 2010 will be circulated to racecourses later this month.
Racecourses will be required to respond with any requests for amendments probably by the

end of September.

Attached for Racecourse Managers are the latest racing statistics.

Points of note, where the

increase/decrease between the two study periods are marked, are as follows:

Quarter - April - June 2009 (April - June 2008)

Flat

. Claimer field sizes up nearly 12% for the same period in 2009 than 2008.

Jump

. Over 11% more weight-for-age Steeple Chases (9 more) and 14% more NHF races (9 more)
were run in 2009 than 2008.

Month - June 2009- June 2008

Flat

. A higher proportion of races were run with fewer than 8 declarations (17% in June 2009
from 10% in June 2008). This is most likely due to ground conditions.

Jump

. Field sizes in weight-for-age Steeple Chases were up on 2008 by over 24%.
. There were 7 more weight-for-age Hurdle races run than in June 2008 (15% more).

Betting Patterns Working Party Report

The BPWP met on 22 July. The RCA was
represented by Carla Moore, Ian Renton and
John Smee. A summary of discussions is
below:

Divided Races:It was recommended to keep
the cut off for divisions at 20 and not reduce it
to 18, which would only have created an extra
66 races. The Bookmakers were happy that
implementing the new arrangements with
regard to dividing races, would create an
additional 335 races.

Good Friday: Indicative figures will be
produced for future meetings. The BHA was
asked to provide the financial requirements
for creating the optimum Easter weekend race
programme.

2010 SpecialsDiscussed the possible impact
to horseracing of the Football World Cup and
Golf Ryder Cup and whether the BHA/
racecourses should take preventative steps
(i.e. change race times or fixtures). The
Bookmakers confirmed that it would have a
negative effect, but said that it all depended
on who was playing who. For instance, if
England did not qualify for the World Cup

than there was no real problem, however if
the final happened to be England v Germany
than it would have a major impact. Therefore
they suggested that the BHA/racecourses
should decide nearer the time whether any
action was needed. This item will be kept on
the agenda.

Uniform Betting Data: The Secretary of the
Bookmaker s Commi tt
had a meeting with the analysts of William
Hill, Ladbrokes and Coral in order to equalise
the process of Bookmakers supplying data to
the Group in a presentable format. The
figures will come from retail shops (LBOs)
only and it is anticipated that the exercise will
be finalised in October. Betfair will provide
data to PN separately. It was pointed out to
the Bookmakers that it was important to
compare the newly created Twilight fixtures
in September with evening data (both from
this year and 2008).

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Short Report BHA Racing Committee

The Committee met on 23 July. The RCA was
represented by Michael Prosser (Newmarket)
with Lizzie Lea (RCA) in attendance. A
summary of the items discussed follows:
Running Order Issues:MP requested that the
status quo remained for racecourses to set their
own orders of
without too many restrictions. The
Committee agreed.

Yearling Bonus Scheme:Breeders would be
unhappy if this Scheme coincided with
breeder s’ prizes be
forewarned the BHA Board that they would not
support such cuts, especially as they had been
supportive of the Yearling Bonus Scheme
which had now been taken up for 2,500
yearlings.

Pre-Advertising Division Times: BHA
confirmed that they had started to make use of
the banner on the Racing Admin site to
advertise division times as soon as it was
known that a specific race would divide. The
BHA called the racecourse to confirm the
division times and immediately placed these on
the admin site. This procedure could become
difficult if a few races divided on the same day.
A progress report will be made at the next
meeting.

Fixture List 2010: The Development Fund and
Enhancement Fund figures would be discussed
at the next meeting. It was confirmed that it
looked like there would be a 5% cut on Levy
funding across the Board including the 7™ Race
Scheme and Enhancement Fund. There will be
a significant downturn in the Development
Fund Pool. The 2010 Development Fund is
expected to fall by approximately £500,000.
Great Leighs: The BHA Board has discussed
whether they could reapply as a new
racecourse, it was confirmed that they could
not. However a new owner would be entitled
to apply for 16 fixtures (these would not
necessarily include their original 16 fixtures).

Returning Entry Stakes in Early Closing
Races in Relation to Horses that Have Died
Since Entry: The Committee unanimously
decided not to endorse this recommendation.
Goodwood Speed Bonus: Goodwood
Racecourse requested changing all races to
Open Handicaps in order to guarantee a large
pool of horses. The bonus requires a take up of
between 200 and 400 horses to make the
scheme worthwhile. The Committee did not
support this proposal as they considered that
the races would attract sufficient numbers of
horses with their current conditions.

New Jump Race Types: The Committee
considered the introduction of Maiden Auction
Hurdle races for Jumping put forward by the
RCA Race Planning Group. The Committee
decided not to pursue these races as they would
exclude the large number of NH horses sold

Yearling Bonus Scheme

The terms and conditions of the Yearling Bonus
Scheme have been finalised and the details are
below:

Main sponsor is the Racing Post and its
resources will be used for the promotion of the
scheme and the yearling sales. The scheme will
be known as the
and is designed as a stimulus package to
specifically improve demand at the yearling
sales.

It will pay the participating owner a £10,000
bonus on their eligible 2yo winning a selected
_Racing Post
2010 in the UK, Ireland and abroad, with 10%
of the bonuses being allocated to 3yo Maiden
races to be run in 2011.

It is voluntary and open to all yearlings
catalogued in any British and Irish sale held
between 1 August 2009 and 1 December 2009.
The deadline for registration and vendor
payment of the £250 registration fee was 15
July 2009 for yearlings catalogued at sales due
to take place on or before 18 October 2009.
Payment to the bonus account at Weatherbys
must have been received by this date so that
yearling sales catalogues could be correctly
stamped with the bonus logo in time for
publication. For any other qualifying sale, the
relevant payment and registration form must be
received before the closing date of the sale.
Horses entered in the Doncaster St Leger Sales
were required to be registered by 1 July 2009 if
vendors wanted their inclusion to be noted on
the catalogue page.

Included on the vendor registration form is an
irrevocable instruction to the sales companies to
deduct the first £250 from the sales proceeds of
their yearling and pay it into the bonus account
at Weatherbys.

An owner registration fee of £250 per horse will
be payable by the purchaser to the bonus fund at
Weatherbys before 15 December 2009, or
£1000 if paid between 16 December 2009 and
15 March 2010.

In the event that a yearling is not sold or is
withdrawn from the sales, the vendor may keep
their yearling in the scheme by making the
further vendor and owner payments totalling
£500 before 15 December 2009, or £1250 if
paid between 16 December 2009 and 15 March
2010.

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RACE PLANNING

Jump Racing Development Group

A meeting of the BHA Jump Race
Development Group was held on 29
June. Below is a summary of the main points
discussed:

RCA Representation: The Group thanked
Carla Moore for her considerable contribution
to the Group and noted that Caroline Davies
would replace her as the RCA representative.
Easy Fix Hurdles: It was noted that the Easy
Fix hurdles had been introduced in Ireland and
that some  modifications  had  been
necessary. The BHA would continue to
monitor their use.

Jump Racing 7 Australia: The Group was
aware that jump racing in Australia had a very
different profile to that in Britain. The BHA
commissioned report on the Jump Racing
Victoria Review was tabled for information.
Welfare Communications Workshop:
Following on from 2008 Newbury Workshop,
work is continuing to develop and communicate
clear messages both within and outside the
industry.

Research:It was reported that a study had been
commissioned to identify how the risk of fatal
and non-fatal injuries in jump racing could be
minimised. Tim Parkin of Glasgow University
is leading the project and a summary of the
work to be done has been circulated to
racecourses.

DEFRA: The Group was informed that Jim
Fitzpatrick, Minister for the Horse & Exotic
Diseases, had replaced Jane Kennedy. BHA
will maintain an on-going dialogue focussing
on horse passports, disease control and the costs
associated with this.

Free Lease SchemeThe ROA reported that
they had received a significant number of
enquiries from their members about the recently
introduced free lease scheme.

New Owners: It was agreed that information
would be sought from British Bloodstock
Marketing about their activities specific to jump
racing.

Point to Point Season: A report on the point
to point season was tabled and has been
circulated to racecourses for information.

Order of Merit: It was agreed that as the
promotion of the OoM had been passed to REL,
an update on jump race promotion would be
sought.

Pony Racing: The Group noted that the PRA
application to the Levy Board for grant funding
had been successful and that there was ongoing
dialogue with some doctors regarding their
Insurance cover.

2010 Fixture List: The Group noted that it was
likely that 1503 fixtures would be scheduled for
2010 of which 590 would be jump fixtures, a
record number.

Owners Guide: The RCA and ROA have
liaised regarding the provision of the Owners
Guide to Jump Racing and it has been agreed
that the document will be included as a PDF on
the ROA website with the possibility of
racecourses including a link on their sites.

This new wording will
appear within published Race Conditions for racing on or after this date (ie. for races contained
within Racing Calendar 33 onwards, the Jump Pattern & Listed Book and Programme Book
Volume 1, 2010).

The new wording will be introduced to the TRICL proofing process in 2 stages. The first stage will
amend the wording in relation to the distribution of prize money and the second stage will amend
the wording within the relevant race conditions text. These 2 stages will come into effect over the
next few weeks.

Weather Report

Below is a summary of the June 2009 Weather
Report (for England and Wales) from the Envi-
ronment Agency.

Overall rainfall in June was just below average
across England and Wales as a whole. This
meant that June was the seventh month out of
the last eight with rainfall totals at or below av-
erage across England and Wales. Soil moisture
deficits increased sharply during the month par-
ticularly across south east and south west Eng-
land. Monthly mean river flows across England
and Wales were mostly normal for the time of
year. At less than a quarter of sites, flows were
below normalr notably low mainly located in
central southern and south east England, north
Wales and north west England. Groundwater
levels decreased at approximately three quarters
of indicator sites during June. At the end of the
month, groundwater levels were normal or
higher at almost two thirds of indicator sites.
During June, reservoir stocks for England and
Wales decreased by 4% to 88% of total capac-
ity.

Rainfall: Overall, England and Wales received
95% of the monthly long term average (LTA).
June was drier than average in the majority of
regions and wetter than average in our Mid-
lands Region. Rainfall in our North East Region
and in EA Wales was average for the time of
year. Monthly rainfall totals ranged from 52%
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of the LTA in our Southern Region to 127% in
our Midlands Region.

Soil Moisture Deficit: Soil moisture deficits
(SMD) increased during June in all our regions.
At the beginning of July, deficits were highest
in our Southern Region at 115mm.

River Flows: Monthly mean river flows were
normal for the time of year at just over two
thirds of the indicator sites. Six sites mainly
located in central southern and south east Eng-
land, north Wales and north west England were
notably lowfor the time of year.

Groundwater Levels: Groundwater levels de-
creased at approximately three quarters of up-
dated indicator sites during June. Almost two
thirds of sites were normal or higher for the
time of year. Tilshead and Woodyates in our
Southern Region both fell from below normal
at the end of May to notably low for the time of
year at the end of June.

Reservoir Stocks:Reservoir stocks decreased
in the majority of reservoirs and reservoir
groups in June. The largest decrease of 13%
was in the Northern Command Zone (NCZ)
Regional Group in our North West Region. At
the end of June stocks were normal or higher
for the time of year at three quarters of reser-
voir or reservoir groups. Stocks at six reservoirs
were below normaland notably lowat one res-
ervoir (Vyrnwy).
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Pony Racing Authority Meeting

The PRA met on Tuesday 21 July at Ascot
Racecourse. In attendance were Robert
Waley-Cohen (Chair), Charles Barnett,
Rebecca Morgan, Lucy Tucker, Mike Felton,
Caroline Davies, Joey Newton, Claire
Boardman, and Antonia Newman. Diana
Williams was introduced as the new Jockey
Club representative on the board, replacing
Robert Waley-Cohen after he steps down as
Chair at the end of the year. Charles Barnett,
Chief Executive at Ascot, was elected new
Chair for 2010-2012. A summary of the
meeting‘s discussi

HBLB Grant: The board welcomed the
HBLB Grant and agreed that it should be
targeted at training and development.

Field Sizes: The board felt that field sizes
were standing up well. They proposed to log
a request to BHA that field size numbers be
increased from 12 to approximately 15 for
2010.

One-Ride Riders: The board discussed the
option of refunding or partially refunding the
membership fee of riders who only ever ride
in one race. It was felt that by introducing
such a scheme more riders might be
encouraged to try the sport, and then make
their decision on whether they want to
continue with it after their first ride.
Regulations: The board is keen to extend
Point-to-Point Medical Record Books to the
PRA Racecourse Series. In addition, it was
suggested that Micro-chipping should be
introduced requiring all Racecourse Series

on

ponies to be chipped from 2010. Moreover, it
was recommended that rules dealing with
offensive and abusive owner/trainers should
be tightened up.

2009 Membership: The board noted that
membership for 2009 is down only slightly
by 12 from last year to 360 members.

Pony Academies:The board touched on the
subject of Pony Academies currently being
set up by the BRS and NRC. The board
suspected that these academies might prove a
valuable asset to Pony Racing, encouraging
nbnspony @vhig whildren to participate in
the sport. They requested that more
information regarding what might be taught
on the courses should first be provided
before they consider potentially helping to
fund the initiative.

JMB Update: The board considered a
review of the Rules to accommodate over-
height problems. Currently, from the date
that a pony‘s height
JMB, an owner has 21 days to get their pony
re-measured and their height certificate re-
certified. It was suggested that ponies should
still be eligible to run within that period of
21 days, although at a risk of losing any
points they gain within said period if the
pony is later proven to be over-height.
Thereafter their height certificate would be
deemed invalid.

BHAGI 11.2 Annex A1 Equipment List: The RCA has discussed with BHA Chief Medical Officer,
Dr Michael Turner the current provision of splints on ambulances. The Instruction requires Box
Splints to be available and suggests that a full set of Vacuum Splints is desirable but not compulsory.

Dr Turner has confirmed that the Instruction will be amended at the next revision to state that either
Box or Vacuum Splints be made available.

Until this time, racecourses should apply for official dispensation to BHA to allow their ambulances to
carry Vacuum rather than Box Splints.

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Forged Metal Badges

The RCA has received reports from racecourses that forged metal admittance badges are in circula-
tion. The level of detail of these badges is very good, and this may not be easily recognised without
closer inspection. Consequently, racecourses are asked to be vigilant regarding the use of ALL
metal admittance badges and to ensure that they have proper access controls in place.

In order to limit the use of forged badges, racecourses are advised to ensure that all metal badge
holders use the Racecourse PASS System in order to access the racecourse. Any person without a
PASS Card should only be admitted at the discretion of the racecourse once their identity has been
verified.

In addition, racecourses may wish to conduct spot checks on all metal badges used on their course
to ensure that the badges have not been reported lost, and are being used by the person to whom
they are issued. The RCA and Weatherbys are available to provide any advice or assistance as re-
quested. Where racecourses identify forged metal badges in use, they are asked to confiscate the
badge and return it to the RCA, who will then take action as appropriate. Holly Robarts
