Below is a summary of the July 2009 Weather
Report (for England and Wales) from the En-
vironment Agency.

At the end of
July, SMD was less than 10mm in EA Wales
and our North West Region.

River Flows: Monthly mean river flows were

decreases in northern and south west England,notably highor exceptionally higtior the time

and in Wales. Monthly mean river flows were
notably highor higher for the time of year at
the majority of indicator sites in northern, cen-
tral and south west England, and in Wales.
Elsewhere, just four sites were lower than
normal Groundwater levels, while generally
still falling, werenormalor higher at over two
thirds of indicator sites. Reservoir stocks in-
creased in approximately half of the reservoirs
and reservoir groups, with decreases in our
Anglian and Southern Regions. Overall stocks
for England and Wales increased by 2% to
90% of total capacity.

Rainfall: Overall, England and Wales re-
ceived 237% of the monthly long term aver-
age (LTA) rainfall. All of our regions received
more than 150% of the LTA. EA Wales and
our South West Region received close to
300% of the LTA. It was the wettest July

since records began in 1914 both across Eng-

land and Wales as a whole and in our North

Groundwater Levels: Groundwater levels
have broadly remained within the same de-
scriptive class except within the limestone ag-
uifers of south Wales.

Just two sites in the chalk aquifers
have changed to a lower descriptive class dur-
ing July.

Regional stocks de-
creased in our Southern and Anglian Regions
by 9% and 5% respectively. Overall stocks for
England and Wales increased by 2% to 90%
of total capacity.
